AN INTERVIEW WITH JOHN SHERMAN: BALANCING CAREERS AND FAMILY  
 
Colorado Artist John Sherman agreed to share how he balances the demands of 
family and two careers and still finds time for skiing/snowshoeing, winemaking, 
gardening, fitness, and all the things that bring joy to his life.  How does a 
popular artist do it all?  
 
Hunter-Wolff Gallery: Thanks, John, for taking time to provide insight into how you 
balance family and two careers, as a successful artist and neuroradiologist. How do 
you manage time for your painting career with such a full plate? 
 
John: Thanks Sharon. I have a lot of passion for painting and for my professional work. 
With a limited amount of time in each day, I have developed ways to be very efficient 
and, I admit, I have had to cut back on other activities.  L ŘƻƴΩt read as many books as I 
would like, but I do listen to books as MP3 files while I drive.  L ŘƻƴΩǘ ǿŀǘŎƘ ƳǳŎƘ ¢±Τ L 
tend to stay up pretty late at night painting.  Having good time management skills is 
important and at work LΩǾŜ ōŜŜƴ ŀōƭŜ to free up time for painting and family.  
 
HWG:   How much time do you devote to painting to keep up your level of inventory 
and how important is it to keep fresh work available for galleries and collectors to 
consider? 
 
John: It is always a challenge to meet the expectations of the galleries that allow me to 
show and sell my work, and I consider it a privilege to be in such fine galleries.  It is very 
important to keep work fresh so that returning patrons/ customers see something new 
from me.  L ŘƻƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ŀ ǎǇŜŎƛŦƛŎ Ǉƭŀƴ but I split my painting time between innovative 
pieces and refinement of signature pieces.  It varies as to how much time I dedicate, but 
I paint every day, unless I am out of town.  My day does not feel complete unless I have 
touched the canvas or worked on an idea. 
 
HWG: Obviously you have a toolbox filled with business skills and delegating tasks is

John: I no longer make my own frames. I rarely stretch my own canvas or bother selling 
my work from a personal website or at art shows anymore. It was fun to meet people 
and discuss my work at open-air festivals but it took too much time away from family 
and other priorities.  I depend on top galleries like Hunter-Wolff Gallery to be my front-
person to the public and handle marketing my career. I also have to be ruthless with a

John:  Deadlines are really quite important to me.  LΩƳ ǳǎŜŘ ǘƻ 
working with deadlines in both careersτand at home.  Ask my 
wife. (laugh) So I structure my time based on realistic 
deadlines.  My show in November will start to take shape in 
May as I complete my estimates of the number and sizes of the 
pieces that I will create. As planned, Sharon, you and I will be 
working together and we will discuss a couple of concepts that I 
have for the show to determine the direction of the work for 
this show.  I expect the collection to contain the familiar 
ŜƭŜƳŜƴǘǎ ƻŦ Ƴȅ ǿƻǊƪ Χ there will be Red Trees but with some 
new ideas, different compositions, slight changes in palette,

HWG: You recently completed 
some renovations in your art 
studio.  What kind of changes 
did you make and did that also 
help with using time more 
effectively? 
 
John:  Yes, I recently changed my work-bench area by putting 
in a utility sink, plumbing, exhaust fan, pegboard and shelves.  I 
am better organized and I love it because I am now able to

HWG: Switching gears for a minute, John, gallery visitors 
often ask me if you always work in the same color palette, 
heavy on the reds, when they see your exhibit.  Can you 
explain why or how you are drawn to these colors and what it 
is about the red tree that makes you want to re-create this 
popular theme? 
 
John:  A lot of what I like about the color red, in all of its 
various shades and tones is non-verbal or sub-verbal. There is a

What is the most 
challenging in managing increasing demands from galleries, 
patrons, etc.? Something has to give, right? 
 
I used to be much 
more involved in the state and local medical societies and held 
some leadership positions.
