Collecting 
originals is a start but having pieces that deliver a message or inspire, making an 
emotional connection, is a winner.

He enjoyed the way artwork made him feel 
connected to the human race, and the pieces he chose were always originals because 
he liked the idea of having a one-of-a-kind. He summed up his story by telling me that 
art was much like music filling his soul but without the notes.
